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This course considers the engagement between
nationalism and history-writing in different European
contexts. Students will be able to consider some key

issues in European national historiographical traditions -
through examples drawn from British, German, Romanian,
and Russian case-studies. They will analyse these

different contexts to consider the varied ways in which

ideas about national history have been developed and
mobilised politically and culturally in shifting contexts.
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
